Our History

eEstablished in 1994

By 1997, TWW grew to 3,000
organizations and businesses

In 2000, TWW helped pass the
Conservation and Reinvestment Act
(CARA), from which the State Wildlife
Grant program was born

*TWW continues to urge Congress to
provide adequate funding to prevent
species from becoming endangered




State Wildlife Grants

Cost-effective conservation to prevent
wildlife from becoming endangered

«$10 Million to WDFW since 2000 - $485 million total
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State Wildlife Action Plans

Become a driving force for preventing wildlife from becoming
endangered, thereby saving both wildlife and taxpayer money.

Create new conservation partnerships.

Benefit the health of wildlife and people by conserving natural areas.

Create new and greater funding for wildlife conservation.
